The other limbs were amputated because of a disease known as vaculitis, in what has caused a row between the patient, Ms Katangu and the referral hospital, as no one is ready to take blame.

The lady spent more than two weeks at the hospital, and when she was ready to be discharged, some of her family member kicked up a storm, alleging that the amputations were done maliciously. A few weeks after the amputations, the operations has caused differences between and the hospital authorities after the story was highlighted in the media, raising question about the necessity of the medical procedure.

The hospital staff defend the amputations, arguing that they were done professionally, and that the family only wanted to “tarnish the hospital’s name”. Business at the hospital was sluggish, and all activities centred on the matter, until the staff was addressed by the chief administrator. The workers had been demoralized by the story, and asked the media to crosscheck with the authorities before publishing any article on the matter.

Reports from the hospital said Ms Katangu had visited several private and public health facilities before, but failed to get required medical services at rates she could afford, until she landed at that referral hospital. The doctors had no alternative in their attempt to save the lady, since the veins in her limbs were not working as expected, causing decay. The correct procedure were followed, and they even acquired the consent of her mother, contrary to reports. The mother had been looking after her since before operation. Ms Katangu had a major operation on each of her four limbs after the surgeon carried out the required assessment.

Since she had low blood level, the doctors had to boost her blood supply through blood transfusion. They sought authority from her mother to do the operation and counseled her before it was done. The complaint emerged three days after the hospital asked the family to pay the bill. “We did not have any problem with the bill, but if the family could not afford it, they should have informed us to negotiate a waiver instead of generating claims which do not have any foundation,” said the chief doctor.
